February CCHS Meeting

A large crowd attending the February 14 meeting
and enjoyed hearing local author Phil Dunlap tell about
the only fatal shooting of a police officer in Carmel. Mr.

"tent evangelist”, Cyclone Johnson, preaching in Carmel,
first for the Methodist church and then for the Quaker
church. Over time, Mr. Johnson became an unpopular
preacher who was heckled by someone outside the tent.
The ending of these events
occurred inthe

Main Street when
Johnson and officer
Frank Carey,
deputized for one
day only, were
both killed from
shots fired. No
arrests were
made. Thisevent
happened in June
1900.

You may have about a 65-70% chance of having
Quaker ancestors if your family has always lived in
Hamilton County. Many of you attended and enjoyed the
CCHS meeting when Quaker historian, pastor, and
Quaker genealogist, Bill Medlin, spoke about the
migration of Quakers from England and Ireland to the
U.S. and from the Carolinas to the midwest. Do you
want to know more about Quaker genealogy?

On May 22, a Quaker Genealogy Workshop will be
held at Noblesville Friends Church with speakers, Tom
Hamm and Bill Medlin. Tom Hamm is Archivistand
Professor of History at Earlham College and a prominent
Quaker historian inthe U.S.. Bill Medlin is also well
known and widely recognized for his research and
knowledge of Quaker history and genealogy. They will
inform you of sources, procedures and experiences in
searching for Quaker ancestors.

This much awaited
publication has taken longer to produce than was thought
earlier. Itis in the final editing stages, then will come the
printing and mailing. The Journal is free to all members and
will be mailed to members.

Board Meeting, March 4.

At the March 4 CCHS Board Meeting, the Board
members discussed a few questions that have arisen as a
result of our recent membership renewal time. The price
of a Family Membership was raised to $40 and Life
Membership to $400 with a spouse of a Life Member at
$200. No previous memberships will be affected. At the
present time, almost one-half of our members are Life
Members. Joan Wischmeyer reported that the member-
ship renewals are arriving in a timely fashion and she
givesabig "Thank You" to the members. She also
stated the importance of having up-to-date information
about our members. Information and notices of meetings
in the future will be sent by email instead of phone calls
when we have email addresses of members.

Jerry Myers reported information about using a
keyless entry system for the buildings and the board
members concurred that it would be too costly to imple-
ment. He also reported that he has investigated how the
fire department would fight a fire given our collections,
and also talked with a representative of a company that
sells waterless fire fighting system. Adiscussion followed
on fire proof cabinets and other options for safely storing
our archival materials. Matt Snyder will do the lawn care
againthis year.

Karl Swain reported that he has delivered scholar-
ship applications to Carmel High School.

Publicity was discussed and requests have been
made to Current in Carmel and the new North Magazine
regarding their interest in printing articles about CCHS.
Tom Rumer has given information and pictures for the
City Guide coming out in April. Tom also mentioned the
CCCWRT is working on a Civil War encampment again
at CarmelFest with some added attractions.

The Archival Building is still a much needed space to
store our documents, photographs, books, diaries, artifacts,
clothing and other items we've collected from the past in
Carmel and Clay Township. The money that was solicited
and collected in our fundraising campaign for the building is
in a separate fund, invested responsibily, and will not be
used until more funds are raised to enable us to begin
building. We raised a little more than $40,000, and we need
at least three times that amount. We have offered naming
rights if a donor gives $50,000 or more toward this much
needed archival building.

If you visit our current archives, you will immediately
see that we have used most of the space available, and yet
we are continuing to receive valuable donations of items
that document the history of our community.
